ORDINANCE NO. 1259

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING EUREKA SPRINGS MUNICIPAL
CODE, CHAPTER 11.04.06, BY THE ADDITION OF CERTAIN
BUILDING REQUIREMENTS FOR NEW STRUCTURES TO BE
CONSTRUCTED IN THE FIRE DISTRICT ESTABLISHED
BY CHAPTER 11.04.06, SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EUREKA SPRINGS,
ARKANSAS:
Section 1:
Chapter 11.04.06 is hereby amended by the addition of paragraph 3,
regarding restrictions on building materials or structures to be
constructed in the Fire District established by paragraph 1.

Section 2:

Said paragraph 3 shall read as follows:

"11.04.06 3. Restrictions on construction in the Fire District.

It shall be unlawful for any person, partnership or corporation to
cause any structure of any kind for which it is necessary to obtain a
building permit to be constructed in the Fire District as established
in § 11.04.06 1. of this Code, unless the structure shall be
constructed with exterior walls made of stone, brick, concrete, glass,
metal or other nonflammable material. Trim work or porches may be
made of wood. The purpose of this requirement is to inhibit the
spread of fire from building to building in the Fire District.

Nothing in this provision shall be construed so as to limit the powers
of the Eureka Springs Historic District Commission. The building
inspector of the City is specifically charged with the enforcement of
this provision andhe shall issue no building permits for any structure
for which the plans indicate flammable materials constituting the
exterior walls. The building inspector is further empowered to order
all work stopped on any structure in the Fire District which appears
to violate this provision in actual construction. Appeals of any
decision of the building inspector in regard to this provision may be
made to the Mayor. Appeals from a decision of the Mayor shall be made
to the Chancery Court for the Western District of Carroll County,

Arkansas. Should any structure be constructed in violation of this
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provision, the building inspector shall bring the violation to the
attention of the City Council. The City Council shall have the power
to require the owner of any structure in violation of this provision
to add veneer of nonflammable material in a manner acceptable to the
Historic District Commission to the structure. In the event the owner
of the building shall refuse to comply, the City may revoke any occu-
pancy permits, business licenses, or shut off City services to the
structure. Further, the owner of the structure may be cited with a
criminal violation of this code and punished in accordance with
Section 11.04.07. Each day the structure is allowed to exist in
violation of this provision shall be a separate offense. Finally, the
City may address the matter in the Chancery Courts of this state for a
mandatory injunction to require the owner of the structure to either
bring the structure within the requirements of this provision or cause
the structure to be removed from the Fire District.

Section 3: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from

and after its passage, approval and publication.
